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We are often asked on the Executive - how does a member, or person becomes a ‘Fellow’ of the Society. It is an interesting question and one that needs considered thought. 

Fellow bestows upon a member a special significance in that the Society and its members recognise outstanding service and contribution to the profession of Audiometry. This outstanding service/achievement may encompass but not limited to the following:

· Outstanding Service to the Audiometry Profession

· Outstanding Service to the Society

· Contributed to significant change to Audiometry

· Contributed to significant change to the Society

· An Educator who has written scientific, technological, and practical components of audiometric courses.

· An Educator who has contributed to the teaching of audiometry.

· Outstanding Service to the Hearing Profession covering all facets, not just the commercial component.

· Outstanding Service to the Hearing Community in terms of volunteer work/programs, establishing trusts and scholarships, rehabilitation, and education of the hard of hearing.

                HAASA takes seriously its responsibility in honouring those who have contributed to their profession, fellow members, audiometric education, and the wider hearing community. Those who hold a Fellowship see their role as supporting fellow members, encourage growth/development, giving service, advancing clinical skills and knowledge, educating, providing scientific and technological research, and above all to serving the hard of hearing community. Fellows are stewards, the keepers of the Society aims and objectives (and not the owners of the Society) – they are our leaders.  

               The HAASA Congress 2010 incorporates the Society’s Annual General Meeting providing you the members with the opportunity to nominate a member who you know and believe have the attributes to represent the Society as a Fellow.

               We have outlined the section of the HAASA Constitution covering the nomination of Fellows. We recommend you put your nomination/s in writing and forward to the Secretariat.  As the AGM is set down for July 15th 2010 all nominations should be into the secretariat by 31st May 2010. The Executive will consider the nomination, making their final decision at the June 2010 executive meeting. The nominees will then be put to the members for consideration via a secret ballot and the result is made public at the HAASA Congress 2010.

FELLOW MEMBER

A person being a Full Member of the Society may apply to be admitted as a Fellow Member upon providing evidence to the Executive that he has an outstanding degree of service and/or has made an outstanding contribution to the profession of Audiometry will be eligible to become a Fellow. A proposed Fellow must be nominated by a Full member and seconded by a Full member. Fellowship is granted to a member following consideration and approval by the Executive and the acceptance of the nomination by the general membership via secret ballot. Fellow will maintain full voting rights and be subject to annual subscription fees and CPED requirements under the normal process.
